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Dear Prayer Partners,  
 
Greetings in Jesus name. I trust this 
e-mail finds you being sheltered by 
God's amazing Grace. Agnes and I 
are as always thankful to God for his 
grace, faithfulness and goodness. We 
are also grateful to God for your 
faithfulness in advancing his global 
kingdom, both near and far. We 
thank God for the privilege of 
serving him here in Kenya, 
encouraged by your partnership with 

us in the ministry of training leaders of integrity. 
 
Thank you so much for allowing God to use you to minister to us in many 
ways. For the past five years, we and our community have enjoyed the 
blessing of clean drinking water through the well (borehole) which God 
provided for us in 2016. For your information, we have had problems with the 
meter at the well. For instance we have not been able to pump water for the 
last four weeks! We have followed the matter with Kenya Power until ten days 
ago when they told us that such meters are not available. According to them, 
we should not expect to get our meter replaced in the foreseeable future! In 
fact, this issue has been recurring for several years, affecting so many people. 
We have consulted the company with whom we have a contract for 
maintenance of the well. Their advice is that our only hope is to have solar 
power installed in order to solve the problem. We thought of sharing this 
problem with you because we know that God used some of you to provide the 
well for us and our people in the village. For your information, the cost of a 
solar power project is estimated at $ 6,400-6,500. So far, God has provided 
approximately $ 4,000 for which we are grateful. Thus, we still need the rest of 
the amount urgently. Please pray that God 
will intervene in this need because it 
seems like the electricity meter 
phenomenon is out of the picture, 
meaning that we and our people in the 
village will be unable to use the much 
needed commodity! If God leads you to 
donate some funds for this project, please 
do so through Grace Community Church, 
Herndon, PA. We sent you details in 
Summer of 2020. May God continue to 
bless and uphold you all with his 
righteous right hand.
